Please read this carefully, most problems occur during the first hours of operation. Most problems 

can be eliminated by careful review of the operating, maintenance, and recommended service 

instructions. 

Important Note: SEM disintegrators are not Shredders they are Rotary Knife Mills that dictate how the 

unit is fed and the rate at which it can be fed. Rule of thumb, "less is more", which creates steady output 

without over feeding.  

Per operation: 
1) Check the screen cradle for any foreign material and remove if necessary.  

2) Check the waste collection bags and change if bag is 1/2 to 3/4 full.  

3) Shake the filter bag to knock down the dust and empty if necessary. 

4) Turn the main power disconnect switch to the ON position. 

Operation: 
1) Press the Start Button  

• Both the Disintegrator and Fan will start when button is pressed. 

• The Start light will illuminate green when equipment is running. 

• Enclosure internal light will illuminate when system is ON.   

2) Open Feed Door on the front of enclosure to feed paper. 

3) Feed at least 40-50 sheets of paper approximately every 20 seconds into the feed chute. 

• Note: Feed rate and time can change depending on the disintegrator and screen sizes 

refer to the Operation Manual for other destruction rates.  

4) When destruction of paper is completed allow the disintegrator to run for approximately 3 

minutes before pressing the Stop button.  

Warning: If disintegrator does not run for approximately 3 minutes it may result in the 

cutting chamber jamming and require operator to open cutting chamber and clear paper 

before restarting.

• Drill 

• Hammer  

• Level  

• Square  

• Set of Allen Wrenches  

• Nut Driver with Magnet 5/16” x 1 5/8” (Included with hardware) 

Important Note: Print number 127256 will be needed to assist in the assembly of the enclosure. This 
print will give the as built numbers for each panel during the assembly of the enclosure.  

Needed for steps 1‐5 

Hardware: #10 x 3/4” Hex Tech Screws  

Tools: Drill, Nut Driver, Square and or Level 

1) Assemble the back corner.   
 
Note: Be sure that the two panels are tight together with a new consistent seem on before 
screwing panels. Also try to keep panels as square as possible.  
 
Important Note: Note all enclosures will have a vented panel. However the perforated side 
faces inside the enclosure.     

 

 

 

 



2) Add next panel to complete left side. 
Note: This panel will have two square tubes for the front doors on the front edge of panel. 

 

3) Add next back panel to complete back side. 

 

4) Add first right side panel. 

 

 



5) Complete the right side. 
 

Note: This panel will have two square tubes for the front doors on the front edge of panel. 

 

6) Take the Fan Support Bracket and hang it on the right side.  
Note: Be sure all #10 Tech screws are installed on the right side before hanging Support Bracket. 

 

7) Open the fan motor as shown and wire fan to specifications on the motor for 120 volt or 220 
volt depending on what you have ordered.  

 

8) Place Fan on Support Bracket as shown. 



 

9) Set the back roof panel on the enclosure.  
Note: Square the back side of the enclosure with the roof panel. Also be shore that the fan lines 
up like the picture below. Once all is completed screw roof panel on with the #10 Tech screws. 
 

     

10) Place front roof panel onto the enclosure to complete roof.  
Note: Top door lip should be behind the right and left door lips.  

 

11) Attach the gussets to the door edges. 
Note: Both gussets get attached on the inside of the enclosure. 



    

12) Insert the bronze bushing into the square tubes on the front edges for the front doors. 
Note: May need to be taped in with a hammer.  There are four bushings that will need to be 
added. 

 

13) Insure the pins on the door into the bronze bushings to hang doors. 

       

14) Square the enclosure and lag to the floor with the supplied angle brackets and 3/8 x 3” Parabolt. 



Note: it is recommended that six places on the enclosure get lagged to the floor. Two on each 
side the Left, Back, and Right.  
 

15) Attach all handles, magnetic stripping.  
Note: all magnetic strips get attached to the inside lip for the front doors. The plates a 

 

16) Attach junction box to the back wall as shown below. 
Note: there are three cables coming out of the junction box refer to electrical diagram in 
junction box for wiring instructions. 

 

17) Attach the remote box to the back of the front door as shown below. 

 

 

 

 

 



18) Attach wire for remote box as shown below.
